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What is the job outlook and salary range?

More than 98% of Northwest Florida State College’s Drafting and Design
Technology graduates are working in their chosen field. Demand for particular
drafting specializations varies geographically, depending on the needs of local
industry. However, career opportunities locally can include positions with
companies such as DRS, Boeing, Crestview Aerospace, EJM, Tybrin, ST Keltec,
Aerospace Integration Corporation (AIC) and others. Earnings for drafters vary
by specialty and level of responsibility. Median annual earnings of mechanical
drafters were $43,700 in 2006. The middle 50 percent earned between $34,680
and $55,130. The lowest 10 percent earned less than $28,230, and the highest
10 percent earned more than $67,860. Median annual earnings for mechanical
drafters in architectural, engineering, and related services were $44,120. Starting
entry level salaries in the local area (Okaloosa, Walton, Bay and Escambia
counties) range from $12 to $25 per hour for individuals with the AAAS. degree.
Craduates are employed in such careers as Aeronautical Drafting, Mechanical
Drafting, Electrical Drafting, Civil Drafting, CAD Design, Electronics Drafting,
Engineering Aide/Assistant, Graphics Design, Printed Circuit Board Design,
Technical Illustration, and more.
