


To be considered for admission to the 
NWF State College Associate of Science 
Nursing program, an individual must 
complete the following items by the 
established deadlines. Nursing students 
are admitted once per academic year. 
the application deadline is normally 
the first week of April for students to 
begin nursing classes in the Fall term. 
Nursing is a limited access program 
and admission is determined using a 
competitive point system. For more 
information on the selection point system, 
contact any NWF State College advisor 
or the Nursing Department. Admission to 
NWF State College does not guarantee 
admission to the nursing program. 

❖ Complete the NWF State College 
Application for Admission &
Residency forms.

❖ Request official transcripts, as 
applicable, which include the following: 
high school transcript validating 
graduation and GPA, GED Diploma, 
Home Educated Affidavit, official 
college and/or university transcripts 
from all institutions attended, and 
official score reports from CLEP,
AP, or IB.

❖ Take the placement test (FCPT)
at NWF State College.

❖ Complete an Orientation/Advising 
Session and meet with an advisor, 
counselor or faculty advisor.

❖ Submit the Nursing & Allied
Health Online Application at
www.nwfsc.edu/Nursing/Admissions.cfm 
by the published deadline. 

❖ Complete the courses used for 
selection points: Anatomy & 
Physiology I, Anatomy & Physiology 
II, Sociology & Human Growth & 
Development with at least a grade 
of “C” or higher (see selection point 
system for details. Courses taken 
during the Spring semester prior to 
Fall admission will be considered 
during the application process as
long as the official transcript is 
received by May 15th).

General Information 
Northwest Florida State College offers a two-year program of study 
leading to an Associate of Science (A.S.) degree in Nursing (RN). Current 
Licensed Practical Nurses (LPN) may complete the program in three 
semesters. The Nursing program at NWF State College prepares students 
to apply for the licensure examination to become a Registered Nurse (RN). 
Students are also prepared to continue their education at the university 
level to earn a bachelor’s or higher degree. The NWF State College 
nursing program offers an innovative approach to nursing education 
through partnerships with area hospitals and health care facilities. Nursing 
classes are taught primarily at the NWF State College Niceville campus in 
the college’s health programs facilities, with general studies coursework 
available at all NWF State College locations. Students perform clinical 
rotations in a wide variety of real-world experiences throughout the region.

The Florida Board of Nursing has granted the NWF State College Nursing 
program full approval status. For information on program approval or

What is a Registered Nurse?
A Registered Nurse is a well educated professional who provides holistic 
care for clients of all ages. Nurses also protect their patients’ safety and 
personal rights. Other duties may include assisting patients in rehabilitation 
necessary to reach maximum levels of functioning, using critical thinking 
skills to make decisions alone or with the assistance of the patients’ 
families and/or other members of the healthcare team, as well as 
comforting and educating others. RNs supervise LPNs and other health 
care personnel.

Associate Degree Registered Nurses are the first level of professional 
caregivers. NWF State College Nursing program graduates are prepared 
to work as entry-level staff nurses in hospitals, physician’s offices, clinics, 
nursing homes and other healthcare agencies offering professional
nursing services.
