Application Process

Completed, TYPED scholarship application form.

Verification of applicant’s cumulative GPA (Guidance Counselor’s form).

Letters of recommendation.

One letter is required from a high school drama director and one letter from the guidance
counselor or principal. “Letter of Recommendation” forms are attached to facilitate this process.

Photograph of applicant. (Preferably wallet sized.)

This is NOT an optional item! Please attach to your scholarship application with a paperclip; do

not use staples, tape, or glue. Print your name on the bottom back edge of the photo.
