D Submit official high school transcript or GED diploma or score report to NWFSC admissions office.

D Submit official transcripts from all other postsecondary institutions attended including CLEP, AP, IB transcripts to
NWEFSC admissions office.

d Complete college placement testing if required, with scores sufficient for placement into college level courses in
Reading, English and Math OR complete required college preparatory courses.
