 Choreograph all annual student performances, including the 
fall and summer shows and Dance Facets, among others. 

 Serve as performing arts lead, coordinating all ensemble per-
formances and outreach. 

 Schedule auditions and act as primary point of contact for 
performing arts scholarships. 

 Participate on college committees as assigned. 

 Participate in division recruitment activities. 

 Perform other duties as assigned by the Chair of the Humani-
ties, Fine & Performing Arts Division.  

 Coordinate Commencement and special events, as assigned 
by the President of the college.
