COMMUNICATE FOR A RANGE OF AUDIENCES AND PURPOSES. « STUDENTS WILL EMPLOY CRITICAL
THINKING TO ANALYZE FORMS OF COMMUNICATION. « STUDENTS WILL ENGAGE IN WRITING PROCESSES
THAT INVOLVE DRAFTING, REVISING, AND REFLECTING.
