Topics will include but are not limited to indigenous peoples, the European background, the
colonial period, the American revolution, the articles of confederation, the constitution, issues
within the new republic, sectionalism, manifest destiny, slavery, the American civil war, and
reconstruction.

COURSE GOALS

AMH 2010 centers on developing a foundational understanding of U.S. history, from
colonialism to 1877, by analyzing historical events, ideas, and developments. Key goals include
improving critical thinking and writing skills, interpreting foundational documents like the
Constitution, understanding major eras like the Revolution and Civil War, and analyzing the
diverse perspectives and values that have shaped the nation

COURSE-LEVEL STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

IN THIS COURSE, STUDENTS WILL EXAMINE UNITED STATES HISTORY FROM BEFORE EUROPEAN CONTACT
TO 1877. TOPICS WILL INCLUDE BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO INDIGENOUS PEOPLES, THE EUROPEAN
BACKGROUND, THE COLONIAL PERIOD, THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION, THE ARTICLES OF CONFEDERATION,
THE CONSTITUTION, ISSUES WITHIN THE NEW REPUBLIC, SECTIONALISM, MANIFEST DESTINY, SLAVERY,
THE AMERICAN CIVIL WAR, AND RECONSTRUCTION. STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES: - STUDENTS WILL
DESCRIBE THE FACTUAL DETAILS OF THE SUBSTANTIVE HISTORICAL EPISODES UNDER STUDY. - STUDENTS
WILL IDENTIFY AND ANALYZE FOUNDATIONAL DEVELOPMENTS THAT SHAPED AMERICAN HISTORY FROM
BEFORE EUROPEAN CONTACT TO 1877 USING CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS. - STUDENTS WILL
DEMONSTRATE AN UNDERSTANDING OF THE PRIMARY IDEAS, VALUES, AND PERCEPTIONS THAT HAVE
SHAPED UNITED STATES HISTORY. - STUDENTS WILL DEMONSTRATE COMPETENCY IN CIVIC LITERACY.

COURSE PREREQUISITES

communications/verbal/reading achievement, successful completion of any required
developmental English and Reading coursework with a grade of “C” or better, or exemption from
placement testing.
