 Three years of college or university coaching experience (head 
coach or assistant); or a minimum of five years as head men’s 
basketball coach at the senior high school level.  

 Work experience within an athletic program in a higher edu-
cation setting preferred. 

 Demonstrated excellence in written and oral communication.
